“God so loved the world that He gave His one and only
Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish, but
have eternal life.”

[Christ speaking] “I came that they might have life, and
might have it abundantly” [that it might be full and
meaningful]. (John 10:10)

This picture illustrates that God is holy and people are
sinful. A great gap separates the two. The arrows illustrate
that people are continually trying to reach God and the
abundant life through their own efforts, such as a good life,
philosophy, or religion — but they always fail.

The third law explains the only way to bridge this gap...

“Christ died for our sins...He was buried...He was raised
on the third day, according to the Scriptures...He appeared
to Peter, then to the twelve. After that He appeared to more
than five hundred...” (1 Corinthians 15:3-6)

HE IS THE ONLY WAY TO GOD
“Jesus said to him, ‘I am the way, and the truth, and the

WE RECEIVE CHRIST BY PERSONAL INVITATION
[Christ is speaking] “Behold, I stand at the door and
knock; if any one hears My voice and opens the door, I will
come in to him.” (Revelation 3:20)

Receiving Christ involves turning to God from self
(repentance) and trusting Christ to come into our lives to
forgive our sins and to make us what He wants us to be.
Just to agree intellectually that Jesus Christ is the Son of
God and that He died on the cross for our sins is not
enough. Nor is it enough to have an emotional experience.
We receive Jesus Christ by faith, as a decision of our will.

(Prayer is talking to God)

God knows your heart and is not so concerned with your
words as He is with the attitude of your heart. Here is a
suggested prayer:

“Lord Jesus, I need You. Thank You for dying on the
cross in my place for my sins. I open the door of my life
and receive You as my Savior and Lord. Thank You for
forgiving me of my sins and giving me eternal life. Take
control of the throne of my life. Make me the kind of
person You want me to be.”

Does this prayer express the desire of your heart?

If it does, pray this prayer right now, and Christ will come
into your life, as He promised.

HOW TO KNOW THAT CHRIST IS IN YOUR LIFE
Did you receive Christ into your life? According to His
promise in Revelation 3:20, where is Christ right now in
relation to you? Christ said that He would come into your life.
Would He mislead you? On what authority do you know that
God has answered your prayer? (The trustworthiness of God
Himself and His Word, the Bible.)

THE BIBLE PROMISES ETERNAL LIFE

“The witness is this, that God has given us eternal life, and
this life is in His Son. He who has the Son has the life; he who
does not have the Son of God does not have life. These things |
have written to you who believe in the name of the Son of God,

in order that you may know that you have eternal life.”

(1 John 5:11-13)

Thank God often that Christ is in your life and that He will
never leave you (Hebrews 13:5). You can know on the
basis of His promise that Christ lives in you and that you
have eternal life from the very moment you invite Him in.
He will not deceive you.

An important reminder ...

DO NOT DEPEND ON FEELINGS

The promise of God’s Word, the Bible — not our feelings —
is our authority. The Christian lives by faith (trust) in the
trustworthiness of God Himself and His Word. This train
diagram illustrates the relationship between fact (God and
His Word), faith (our trust in God and His Word), and
feeling (the result of our faith and obedience). (John 14:21)

The train will run with or without a passenger car.
However, it would be useless to attempt to pull the train by
the passenger car. In the same way, as Christians we do not
depend on feelings or emotions to decide what is true, but
we place our faith (trust) in the trustworthiness of God and
the promises of His Word.

FELLOWSHIP IN A GOOD CHURCH
The Bible tells us the importance of meeting together with
other Christians (Hebrews 10:25).

Have you ever watched a fire burning in a fireplace?
Several logs together burn brightly. But if you pull one log
away from the fire, its flame soon goes out. The same
thing happens to us if we do not spend time with other
Christians.
